The overall objective of the project is the introduction of policies for disease prevention at
municipal level in the remote areas of Greece and Bulgaria. It is in line with the TO 09 Program:
"Promoting Social Inclusion, Fighting Poverty and All Discrimination” and Investment Priority
9a "Investing in Health and Social Infrastructure contributing to national, regional and local
development, reducing inequalities in relation to health status, promoting social inclusion by
improving access to public, cultural and recreational services and moving from institutional to
local level services will."

By implementing the project activities, it will improve access to medical care in remote areas of
the cross-border area. On the Bulgarian side, the project will cover the local population of
Krumovgrad Municipality and Momchilgrad Municipality, and the Greek population of the
Municipality of Ariria and the municipality of Yasmos.

The project aims to investigate the causes of morbidity, to develop population morbidity maps
and to formulate policies to reduce morbidity, to study access and coverage of healthcare needs
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in partner regions, diagnostic studies for vulnerable groups, awareness raising local authorities
and local hospitals / centers. '

The seminar was attended by Assen Hadzhiev - Deputy Mayor of the Municipality of
Krumovgrad, who confirmed the readiness of the Municipality to actively participate in the
activities of the project, in order to achieve its final objectives, namely:

« Studies on the causes of morbidity, developed maps of population morbidity and formulated
policies to reduce morbidity;

« Survey conducted on the access and coverage of healthcare needs in partner regions;

« Identifying vulnerable groups and taking preventive measures,

+ Additional equipment and building a network of local health structures;

« Developed local health policy plans, organizing communication actions to implement a
common plan in the project areas;

« Implement pilot applications and health prevention sessions.
